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Animal Life Cycle Lesson 3

Target skills: Students will construct an animal life cycle including the concept of aging, sickness, health and change; define the terms of chain including sun, primary consumer, secondary consumer and decomposer; classify animals by scientific group: mammal, reptile, bird, fish, amphibian, insects; identify adaptations of plants and animals.

Standards:

· TLW classify animals by scientific group

· TLW sequence life cycle of living things

· TLW identify the adaptations of plants and animals

· TLW illustrate a food chain

· TLW communicate the interdependency of food chains

Supplies: 
Computers/literature with animal groups

Shoe boxes

Construction paper, glue, string, sand, rocks, dried grass, play dough

Flipbook per student

Lesson in steps:

1. Students will first choose an animal they are interested in and, using the books provided and the internet, they will research the animal they choose. They will use the flipbook to take notes and they will look for the following facts: which scientific group does the animal belong; illustrate the stages of birth, youth, adult, elderly and death; how does the animal adapt to the environment. 

2. Students will construct a diorama depicting the animal they chose. They will show the various stages of the animal’s life, adaptation and what the habitat is like/plants.

3. Students will present their dioramas to the class and share what they learned about their animal. They will also share at what stages their animal is a primary consumer, secondary consumer and decomposer.

The formative assessment will be the research as shown in the flipbook and the diorama.

The summative assessment will be the district assessments for the animal life cycle, characteristics of animal groups and the food chain assessment.
